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Instructions for Use

New HSK Course 1 is designed for complete beginners in Chinese as well as learners preparing for the
HSK (Level 1) exam.

Basic Design

Based on the new HSK syllabus and the design philosophy and principles of this textbook series, New
HSK Course I consists of 15 lessons, includes vocabulary aligned with the 300 words required by the new
syllabus with slight extensions, and covers 40 language points. The recommended total teaching time is
30-36 class hours, with 2-3 class hours suggested for each lesson.

New HSK Course 1 follows a learner-centered philosophy and adopts a goal-oriented, needs-based
approach. Guided by the principle of cultivating learners’ Chinese communicative competence, the course
integrates systematic instruction in Pinyin and Chinese characters, presented in “Xiaoyu’s Bonus Content” in
Lesson 1 and Lesson 7 respectively. These components are also available in New HSK Course 1 Workbook
for flexible use by teachers and students, helping learners not only pass the HSK (Level 1) exam but also
improve their practical Chinese communication skills.

Lesson Section

The lesson section of this book includes Objectives, Texts, Xiaoyu’s Classroom, Comprehensive
Exercises, Classroom Activity, Xiaoyu’s Bonus Content and Learning Summary. Lessons 1-3 include a
“Shadow the Tongue Twister” section, while Lessons 4-15 incorporate a “Warm-Up” section.

Objectives: Key points of teaching and learning in each lesson.

Warm-Up: Preview and review of lesson content and new vocabulary, closely aligned with HSK 3.0
exam question types.

Texts: Three situational dialogues in each lesson.

Xiaoyu’s Classroom: Explanations and practice of language points, appearing after each text for
timely learning.

Comprehensive Exercises: Integrated exercises covering all three texts, arranged flexibly for in-class
or after-class use.

Classroom Activity: Pair work, group work, and role-play for communicative task completion using
learned content.
