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Instructions for Use

New HSK Course 3 is designed for learners who have completed approximately 60—80 class hours,
mastered around 500 vocabulary words, and are preparing to take the HSK (Level 3) exam.

Based on the new HSK syllabus and the design philosophy and principles of this textbook series, New
HSK Course 3 consists of 18 lessons, includes vocabulary aligned with the 500 words required by the new
syllabus with slight extensions, and covers 63 language points. The recommended total teaching time is
54-72 class hours, with 3—4 class hours suggested for each lesson.

New HSK Course 3 continues to follow a learner-centered philosophy and adopts a goal-oriented,
needs-based approach, with the principle of cultivating learners’ Chinese communicative competence. The
content and language points of the lessons are consistent with the new HSK syllabus, including tasks, topics,
vocabulary, and grammar. In actual teaching and learning, it is recommended to progress in an orderly
manner according to the structure of the textbook.

Comprehensive Exercises: Integrated exercises for new words and language points of the current
lesson, arranged flexibly for in-class or after-class use.

Classroom Activity: Pair work and group work are designed to help students integrate what they
have learned and complete communicative tasks.

Xiaoyu’s Bonus Content: Ten such sections providing essential cultural and informational points
related to each lesson.

Learning Summary: A review and reflection section appearing every three lessons for evaluation of
teaching and learning outcomes.
